February 2004: The pattern in February was generally dominated by a positive PNA and a negative NAO.  However, the upper pattern contained a trough West and a ridge in the East.   

The temperature in February averaged 34.9(F and ranked as the 12th warmest such month on record since 1977 and the warmest since 2001. Only 9 days averaged near or below normal.  The greatest departure from normal occurred late in the month. Temperature extremes included 63(F on the 29th and  12°F on the 18th. There were no days with maximums of 32(F and below. There were 24 days with minimums of 32(F and below.  There were n0 days with minimums of 0(F. There were 21 days with maximums of 40(F and higher and 6 days with maximums of 50(F and higher and 2 days with maximums of 60(F and above. 

Precipitation in February totaled 2.89 inches and ranked as 15th driest such month on record and the driest since 1993. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.82 inches on the 6th. Snowfall totaled only 0.4 of an inch and ranked as the 3rd least snowiest such month on record, the least since 1999. There were only 5 days with measurable precipitation. There were 22 clear days and only 4 overcast days.
