January 2006:The pattern during the month featured a negative NAO and a negative PNA.  This caused temperatures to average much above normal by as much as 8.6(F.     

Temperatures in January varied widely, with short-lived cold air but, overall temperatures averaged above normal.  The anomalous pattern caused several record high maximum records to be broken. The temperature averaged 39.2(F and tied with January 1990 as the 3rd warmest such month on record since 1977.  Only 4 days averaged near or below normal. There were 27 days with maximums of 40(F and above and 11 days with maximums of 50(F and above.  There were also 5 days with maximums of 60(F and above. There was only 1 day with maximums of 32(F or lower and 17 days with minimums of 32(F and lower. Temperature extremes included 64(F on the 18th and 14(F on the 16th. 

Precipitation in January totaled 4.75 inches and ranked as the 8th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1996. The period December 2005-06, 8.86 inches of precipitation was recorded and ranked as the 9th wettest such period on record and the wettest since 1990-91. There were 10 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was .99 inches during the 3rd. Snowfall for the month was below normal with only 3.2 inches. The month ranked as the 9th least snowiest such month on record and the least since 1998. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 2.4 inches on the 15th.  There was only 1 day with snowfall of 1 inch or more.
