July 2006:Temperatures in July averaged 79.3(F and tied with June 1981 and 1988 as the 4th warmest such month on record since 1977. Twenty-six days averaged above normal. There were 12 days with maximums of 90(F and above. Twenty-one days with minimums of 70(F and above. 

Precipitation in July totaled 4.29 inches and ranked as the 4th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1987. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month of above normal precipitation. There were 9 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.54 inches on the 12th. This broke the old record for the date of 1.52 inches set in 2004.
