June 2003: The pattern in June featured a ridge in the West and a trough in the East.  This forced the jet stream to be anomalously far to the south. Several upper lows covered the East resulting in cool and wet conditions. 

Temperatures in June averaged 68.7°F and ranked as the 2nd coldest such month on record since 1977 and the coldest since 1982. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month of below normal temperatures and the 2nd consecutive such month of below normal temperatures. Only 13 days averaged near or above normal. Temperature extremes included 94(F on the 26th which also occurred on two other occasions, and 50°F on the 4th which also occurred on one other occasion. There were 13 day with maximums of 80(F or above and 5 days with maximums of 90(F or above. There were 15 days with maximums of 80(F or lower, 11 days with maximums of 70(F or lower, and only 1 day with a maximum below 60(F. 

Precipitation in June totaled 11.61 inches and ranked as the wettest June on record since 1977. The month also ranked as the 3rd consecutive month of above normal precipitation and the 3rd consecutive such month of above normal precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 3.68 inches on the 4th. And was a record for the month and the most to fall on any day in June since 1977.  There were 15 days with measurable precipitation, the most since 1998 with 13. The month tied with 1996 with 15 days. There were 12 clear days and 9 overcast days.
