June 2004:The pattern was dominated by a negative NAO except for a period of positive during the mid-month period.  The upper pattern contained a trough West and a ridge in the East.   

The temperature in June averaged 72.3(F and ranked as the 12th coldest such month on record since 1977 and the coldest since 1986. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month of below normal temperatures. The month was also 3rd consecutive such month with below normal temperatures. Temperature extremes included 99(F on the 9th and 55°F on the 6th. There were 21 days with maximums of 80(F and above and 3 days with maximums of 90(F and above. There were only 4 days with maximums of 80(F and below. 

Precipitation in June was above normal totaling 4.89 inches and ranked as 5th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1982. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month with above normal precipitation and the 3rd consecutive such month of above normal precipitation. There were 8 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 2.80 inches on the 23rd.
