May 2003: The pattern in May featured a negative NAO. The upper pattern featured a ridge across western North America and a trough across the east-Central part of the nation, which caused cool and unsettled conditions. 

Temperatures in May averaged 59.0°F and ranked as the coldest such month on record since 1977. the month was also the second consecutive month of below normal temperatures. Seventeen days averaged below normal and 14 days averaged above or near normal. Temperature extremes included 82°F on the 19th and 42°F on the 18th. There were 4 day with maximums of 60(F or lower, 8 days with minimums 50(F or lower, 12 days with maximums of 70(F or higher and 2 days with maximums of 80(F or higher. 

Precipitation in May totaled 5.37 inches and ranked as the 8th wettest such month on record since 1977 and the wettest since 1988. The month also ranked as the second consecutive month of above normal precipitation. The period April through May ranked as the 14th driest such period on record and the driest since 1993. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.92 inches on the 26th. There were 18 days with measurable precipitation. May 2003 had the most days with measurable precipitation since 1989. There were only 9 clear days and 10 overcast days.
