October 2006: During the month NAO was negative along with a mostly negative PNA. Temperatures fluctuated from unseasonably mild to unseasonably cool. The temperature averaged 56.3F and tied with October 1998 and 2000 as the 11th coldest such month on record. Thirteen days averaged below normal with 18 days averaging near or above normal. Temperature extremes included 81F on the 9th and 35F on the 27th. There were 10 days with maximums of 70F and above and 3 days with maximums of 80F and above. On the other side of the scale, there were 10 days with maximums below 60F. During the month temperatures averaged as much as 13 degrees above normal and as much as 7 degrees below normal. 
Precipitation during the month totaled 5.92 inches and the month ranked as the 6th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1990. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month with above normal precipitation and the 2nd consecutive month with above normal precipitation. The period September through October a total of 8.96 inches of precipitation was recorded and this period ranked as the 11th wettest such period on record and the wettest since 1993. There were 11 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 2.09 inches during the 27th-28th.
