September 2005:The pattern in September featured a trough in the West coast, and a broad flat ridge  from the south-central Plains eastward into the western Atlantic.  

The temperature in September averaged 72.5(F and ranked as the warmest such month on record since 1977. The month was also the 2nd consecutive month of above normal temperatures and also the 2nd consecutive such month of above normal temperatures. Only one day averaged below normal (30th). Temperature extremes included 90(F on the 22nd and 48(F on the 30th. There were only 2 days with maximums of 90(F or above and 22 days with maximums of 80(F or above.

Precipitation in September totaled only 1.65 inches and was only 44 percent of normal.  The month ranked as the driest such month on record.  The month was also the 6th consecutive month of below normal precipitation.  There were only 3 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.57 inches on the 15th  which was a record for the days.  The previous record was .81 of an inch set in 2000.
