Spring 2006-07: March, temperatures averaged 42.3 F and tied with March 2006 as the 15th coldest such month on record (1977).  The month was also the 2nd consecutive month with below normal temperatures. Temperatures in April averaged 49.9F and ranked as the 2nd coldest such month on record (1977) and the coldest since 1992. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month with below normal temperatures. Temperatures during the month averaged 65.4F and ranked as the 7th warmest such month on record (1977) and the warmest since 1993. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. Temperatures for the season averaged 52.5F and tied with spring 1980 as the 15th coldest such season.   
Precipitation during the month totaled 4.44 inches and ranked as the 16th driest such month on record and the wettest since 2002. April 2007 ranked as the wettest such month on record with 11.30. The month was the second consecutive month with above normal precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 4.62 inches received on the 15th. This was also the most received for the month.  The old record was 3.73 inches set in April 1984. May 2007 ranked as the 4th driest such month on record with 1.59 inches recorded. The month was also the driest such month since May 1977. The season as a whole ranked as the 4th wettest such season on record with 17.33. The period March-May ranked as the 3rd wettest such period on record and the wettest since 1989. The period April-May ranked as the 3rd wettest such period and the wettest since 1993.
